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Business leaders gathered at Basantapur warned that they will paralyze the government if it fails to provide security to the businessmen.
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Even while all sectors are being hit
by individual physical attacks and
closures, the industrial and
business sector has come out on
the streets in protest against a series
of assaults against it.

On Monday, virtually all the
representatives of the industrial
and business sector took out a
protest rally and handed over a
memorandum to the prime
minister seeking better security.

Just about twenty-four hours after
the business community gave an
ultimatum to the government to
find the culprits of a businessman
who was shot in broad daylight,
another person belonging to the
business community, Kiran Gupta,
was killed while she was staying at
her home near New Road, the
center of the city. Gupta’s husband
was injured in the attack.

There is no doubt, if the industries
and individual businessmen are to
be targeted this way and they are
forced to pay extortion and close

businesses, the already beleaguered
economy of the nation could see
further setbacks, that could lead to
a collapse. The industrialists and
businessmen have given one more
ultimatum to the government, but
the authorities seem helpless in this

situation when leaders are
concerned more about the CA
election and other political slogans,
rather than the security concerns
of industrialists and other general
people.

Meanwhile, even as industries and

individuals are being targeted,
the Agrawal Sewa Kendra
(ASK) has warned that it will
launch an agitation against the
government if it continues to
neglect the assaults on the business
community.

Industrialists protest,
demand better security

In a statement issued by ASK,
general secretary Ramesh Agrawal
has condemned the recent attack
on its member, youth
businessman, social worker and
ASK treasurer Sashikant Agrawal
on 26 February.

Condemning the government
negligence on such attacks the
Kendra has demanded for
constitution of a high-level probe
committee to investigate such
attacks against the business
community.

"We are the tax payers through
which the government has been
able to run and our minimum
demand is security", said Basanta
Chaudhary, chairman of the
Kendra.

According to the statement, the
recent attack on Agrawal has again
instigated fear in the business
community, which has been
sincerely working to strengthen the
economic condition of the nation
at a time when there is a fluid
political situation.

The government has been
apathetic towards the continuous
attacks on the business
community, which is the backbone
of the nation’s economy, it has
stated. "The government is yet to
speak on the incident of 26
February".

It also stated that the government’s
silence over daylight attacks on the
fundamental rights to security,
freedom and professional freedom
is creating suspicions on role of
the government.

ASK put forth questions, "Who is
the culprit behind the incident?
Why is systematic attack
taking place against our
members? Why is the state doing
nothing for investigation?
What are the compulsions
forbidding the security networks
from carrying out their duties?
Why are they remaining a mute
spectator?"

The center has demanded instant
answer to the questions raised at
the government.
